The Explora?on Place Museum and Science Centre is a wonderful experience for all ages 
containing exhibits outlining the history of Prince George. It has an excellent collec:on of 
stuffed wildlife if you are a fan of that. Walkable from downtown. Allow 1.5-2 hours. 
 
Caledonia Nordic Ski Club is a first-class Nordic ski and biathlon centre with 55 km of groomed 
trails and 10 km of night skiing. The club hosts events up to na:onal level races. Gear rental on-
site. About a 20-minute drive from town. 8141 Otway Road
